e Always de-energize the circuit and/or equipment before connecting to, disconnecting from or servicing the equipment.

To prevent luminaire row from over-current:

e By adding the input current of each luminaire section marked on the luminaire, the total current per power feed must
not exceed the maximum line wire amperage marked on the luminaire and the power feed cord/wire amperage rating
whichever is the least.

To reduce the risk of fire:
e Keep material away that can burn from hot LEDs.
e Make sure LED boards are correctly installed.

e Use supply conductors with a minimum installation temperature rating as specified on equipment.

To reduce the risk of personal injury from cuts, abrasions or falling parts:

e Wear gloves to prevent cuts or abrasions from sharp edges when removing from carton, handling and maintaining this
equipment.

¢ Do not use abrasive materials, glass cleaners or other solvents on reflector or lens. These substances may damage equip-
ment and cause parts to eventually break and fall.

Joiner and Ender fixtures are suspended by one aircraft
cable at the far end and depend on the Starter fixture to
first be installed.

Harness Connectors

After suspending a Joiner or Ender adjacent to Starter,
first connect wiring harness and tuck in fixture. Then align
joiner clamp bracket as shown below, letting it slide over
the internal housing features.

Continue to draw fixtures together so that the four align-
ment pins engage and until the housings squarely make
contact.

Joining Screw

From below, with the lens removed, the joiner bracket screw should be visible and self-
centered about the gap between and behind adjacent LED boards . Fasten screws while
ensuring that housings are still squarely in contact with each other to complete the join-
ing of each subsequent continuous row fixture. Re-insert lens into its position.
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
